2026 will be the 130th birth anniversary of Jozef Czap-
ski, the exceptional artist and — as Vaclav Havel described him

- a great Pole and European who gave witness to brutality, but
also to beauty and the search for truth in the 20th century.
Czapski was not only the witness of history and an outstand-
ing painter, but also a superb writer publishing profound texts
on art and literature, the author of the groundbreaking book
Inhuman Land in which he described Soviet Russia during the
Second World War. He was one of the precursors of the Polish-
Ukrainian reconciliation and the unification of Europe. He
urged the mighty of this world to go in that direction already in
the 1950s. We plan to publish Jézef Czapski’s biography in 2026,
written by Andrzej Franaszek, a great author who previously
published Czestaw Milosz’s and Zbigniew Herbet's biographies
at Znak. We also want to publish Jozef Czapski's other books.
And one, Mysticism Needs to Be MADE. Letters of Jozef Czapski and
Joanna Pollakéwna, we have the pleasure to present to you now.

Another literary series are works of Wiestaw Mysliwski.
It is now enriched by a selection of dramas from this exceptional
Polish writer. Michal Witkowski, one of the most distinct voic-
es in Polish literature, has received the Readers’ Nike Prize for
his new, wonderful autobiographical novel, an account of his
childhood in the times of the decline of communism, his dif-
ficult initiation into adulthood and the close observation of the
birth of a writer.

Strong women’s voices and groundbreaking debuts are rep-
resented, for example, by another remarkable book from Mag-
dalena Grzebatkowska. Disorientations. Konopnicka’s Biography
tells the story of one of more important Polish female poets
and at the same time a rebel, a feminist, an artist. It shows that
she was contemporary to the core and that she can still inspire,
surprise and shock. A prominent place is also reserved for the
wonderful prose debut of Malgorzata Lebda, the winner of the
Gdynia Literary Prize for poetry, nominated for her latest book
for the most important literary prizes.
